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Sector Information Data 

Å Approach developed in 2007 was based on a whole economy view without prejudice to 

existing sector strategies  based on 30 industries in the Regional Econometric Model and 

taken down to 3-digit SIC code (1992/2003) .

Å Now the approach is cemented in a 3-digit Sector Information Data model which can 

potentially include any data with a SIC code and which allows users to combine groups of 

sectors and which visualises the data in order to make interpretation easier .

Å Variables are primarily taken from the Regional Econometric Model (output, employment, 

productivity, NVQ skills forecasts, economic impact proxies ) at the regional level, but which 

can also be calculated by sub-region and city region. 

Å Other data is also taken from the Community Innovation Survey (Innovation Activity) , 

Business Link Skills Brokerage Data (Skills Demands by Sector), MINT (Lists of Businesses) 

Business Demography (ONS) and NOMIS to build area data structures.
